
Know, Want to Know and Learned 
 
Student project: Map and lead a Springtime Tour through Historic Oakwood, assuming the role 
of tour guides for the Society for the Preservation of Historic Oakwood. You must include the 
cemetery and a park on your tour. 
 
Students explain what they find out or know about the project from their teacher’s introduction 
or “roll out” with an entry document. Then they record what they want to know and/or need to 
know to complete the project. After reading and reviewing the entry document, they fill in what 
new things they know, K, from the entry doc, further information they need to know, N, and 
what they will learn, L, as a result.  

 
Follow-up: Students, how will what you learned serve you in the future? 
Note! Use KWL with any news story you read. What do you know about the topic? After 
reading the headline, sub-head and examining any photo, map and/or graph, what do you want to 
know? What did you learn from a close reading of the story?
